| don't have much input on the amount of trails. | would like to suggest that additional speed bumps
are added to Settlers Bay access points and signs placed at the beginning of each trailhead that
inform the parties, wildlife may be present. | would recommend signs at all public parks.

Parking should be free, in order to encourage usage. There should be 'Clean after your dog' sign
so that they pick up their dog droppings. During Iditarod events there, rent golf club's parking lot,
as no one plays golf in the winter.

This park should not be developed without proper road access that does not require using existing
subdivision roads. These roads can barely adequately handle current traffic levels, are narrow,
and are often used by families living adjacent to these streets. There are many small children on
or near these roads daily. Allowing the use of these roads for park traffic would be negligible and
inexcusable by the MatSu borough.
